When uploading athletic physicals, please make sure that they are uploaded as a
jpeg or pdf format, signed and dated by the physician on or after 4/15/25. Any
physical dated before April 15, 2025 is null and void. Athletic Physical must be
uploaded and cleared by the Athletic Department before student/athlete can
participate in practices/competitions.

Athletic payment portal will not be open until after tryouts and/or teams are set
and registration is closed. You will be notified when the payment portal is open.
Payments must be made by the first competition.

When registering your student athlete for any Athletic team, please sign them up
for only one sport per season as all practices are held at the same time (after school

at 2:45).
